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CHAPTER 17

BATTALION PERSONAL GROOMING AND HYGIENE POLICY

17-1 General: 
A. Good personal grooming and hygiene is an important aspect of a cadet's uniform appearance and is graded on all cadet uniform inspections.  Students who feel that they cannot conform to the strict standards of grooming and appearance of the AJROTC should not enroll in AJROTC, or if already enrolled, should withdraw immediately.

B. When wearing the uniform, each cadet is expected to be clean, odor free, have clean and neatly trimmed finger nails, have their hair cut and combed in accordance with paragraph 1-8, Army Regulation 670-1.

C. Cadets failing to conform to the expected standards will be disciplined and/or their grades will be lowered as stated in other portions of this SOP.

D. AJROTC grooming and hygiene standards are conservative.

E. Fad modifications to personal grooming are not permitted.

17-2 Male:
A. A cadet's haircut, regardless of style, will conform to the following standards:

1) The hair on the top of the head will be neatly groomed.

2) The length and bulk of the hair will not be excessive or ragged or un-kept or extreme in appearance.

3) In all cases the length or bulk of hair will not interfere with the normal wear of military headgear.

4) Hair will not fall over the ears or eyebrows nor touch the collar except for the closely cut hair at the back of the neck.

5) Fad haircuts are not authorized.

6) The wearing of a wig or hairpiece while in uniform is prohibited except to cover natural baldness or physical disfigurement caused by accident or medical procedures. When worn, it will conform to the haircut criteria as stated above. 

B. Sideburns, if worn, will be neatly trimmed.

1) The base of the sideburn will be a clean-shaven horizontal line.

2) Sideburns will not extend downward beyond the lowest part of the exterior of the ear.

C. A cadet's face will be clean-shaven except that mustaches are permitted.

1) If a mustache is worn, it will be kept neatly trimmed and tidy.

2) No portion of the mustache will extend beyond the corners of the mouth nor will any portion of it fall below a line parallel with the bottom of the upper lip.

D. No beards or goatees will be worn.

17-3 Female:
A. A cadet’s hair must be up and pinned when in uniform, so that their hair does not present an un-kept appearance and fall on the uniform.

B. Bangs must be pulled back under the hat when worn and not touch the eyebrows when hatless.

C. Nail polish and makeup must be in good taste.

D. Visible jewelry other than small, non-dangling earrings, and one ring per hand may not be worn while in uniform.

E. Perfume, if worn, will not be overpowering to the olfactory sense of anyone exposed to the wearer. 
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
