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CHAPTER 18

APPEALS AND INVESTIGATIONS

18-1  General:
A. From time to time the need may arise for an investigation based on an appeal from a cadet who has perceived he or she has been treated wrongfully or unfairly.  

B. The most basic consideration is to ensure that the cadet and the AJROTC program receive fair treatment.

18-2  Process: 

A. When a complaint by or against a cadet is registered, the facts must be written down and conveyed to the CSM.
B. The CSM will conduct a preliminary investigation to determine if there is any merit to the complaint.

C. Based on that preliminary investigation, the CSM may chose to:

1) Close out the complaint as unfounded or unprovable and file all materials generated.

2) Determine that sufficient information has been developed to resolve the issue and take appropriate action.

3) Determine that the nature of the complaint requires that it be transferred to the honor committee.

4) Conduct a more thorough investigation and then take appropriate action(s). 

D. In all appeal and investigation cases the SAI, COC and AI will be kept informed of the full situation from open to close of the case. 
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
