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CHAPTER 19

PHYSICAL SECURITY

19-1 General:  To establish procedures for security of weapons, keys, and facilities.

19-2 Weapons Security:
A. When not in use, Springfield M-1903 demilitarized rifles will be placed in the weapon rack cabinets in the arms room.

B. Air rifles will be placed in the weapon rack storage cabinets in the arms room.

C. Springfield M-1903 demilitarized rifles and air pellet rifles will be issued as required for drill and rifle team use.

D. Cadets receiving M-1903 rifles will sign for the weapon on the appropriate sign out log/sheet.

E. The sign out logs/sheets will be maintained in the arms room for the school year.
F. When the M-1903 rifle is returned, the sign out log/sheet will be noted that the weapon has been turned in.
G. Air pellet rifles will be issued and controlled by the Rifle Team Coach using an appropriate form.

19-3 Key Security:

A. During school hours, cadets authorized by the SAI, COC or AI may obtain keys as required from the SAI, COC or the AI.

19-4 Building Security:

A. Prior to securing the outer doors of the 18th AJROTC area at the end of the day, the last faculty member and the S-4 will:

1) Account for all weapons and keys.

2) Verify that all locked containers that should be locked are locked.

3) Verify that all interior lights and all appliances are off.

4) That windows and interior doors are locked.
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
