CHAPTER 9

GRADING SYSTEM

9-1 General:  The grading scale used by the AJROTC program faculty is the same 4.0 scale based

       on 0 to 100 percentage points that is used by other faculty members of Vilseck High School.  Cadets will be graded each quarter on six separate grade components:

A. Academic achievement.

B. Conduct.

C. Attendance.

D. Inspections.

E. Classroom participation.

F. Extra-curricular activity participation.

G. Each of these components will be graded no less than once weekly.  Cadets will earn numerical grades for each component between .0 and 100 points.  Weekly component grades will be averaged at the end of each quarter for a final component grade.  The instructor will maintain a class grade book for each class period. 

9-2 Final Grade Components:

A. The final grade for each quarter will be determined by averaging the quarterly component grades

       based on the following weighting system:

1) 20% Inspections

2) 30% Citizenship

3) 30% Test/Quiz

4) 10% Home Work

5) 10% Participation

B. Each graded item is worth a possible 100 points plus any extra credit points, if offered.

C. The quarterly component grade is the average of all academic grades during that quarter.

D. Considerations in assigning grades for each grade component are:

1) Academic Achievement

2) pop quizzes

3) scheduled tests

4) essays

5) homework

6) projects 

9-3 Conduct:

A. Strict adherence to standards of behavior, conduct and courtesy stated in this SOP.

B. Attendance:

1) Being in class on time worth 100 points.

2) Each unexcused tardy is a deduction of 50 points.

3) Each unexcused absence is a deduction of 100 points.

C. Inspections:

1) Results of weekly inspections.

2) Failure to wear the correct uniform without the previous approval of the SAI or COC results in an automatic deduction of 50 points.

3) Failure to wear either uniform will result in an automatic deduction of 100 points as previously stated in this SOP.

4) Cadets must wear their uniforms to all classes on inspection day.  Those failing to make-up an inspection within the time frame specified will receive a zero inspection grade.

5) Under no circumstances not previously approved by the SAI or the COC, will the wear of civilian clothes on a uniform inspection day be acceptable.

D. Classroom Participation:

1) Results of completion of homework.

2) In-class workbook assignments.

3) Positive contributions to classroom activities.

4) Positive responses to Instructor questions.

5) Refusal to participate in group classroom activities or inappropriate responses to Instructors questions will result in deductions of from 10 to 100 points, at the instructor's discretion, based on the severity of the misbehavior.

E. Extra-Curricular Activity Participation:

1) Failure to participate in one or more of the recognized AJROTC extra-curricular activities for all or part of a quarter will result in the deduction of points.

2) Each week of a quarter (usually nine weeks) is worth 100 points.

3) Every week in which a cadet fails to participate (all or part of the time), 100 points will be deducted.
9-4 Make Up Work and Extra Credit Work:
A. Cadets will be allowed to make up homework, classroom work, quizzes and tests, based on the standard policies of VHS.

B. Extra credit may be offered by Instructors, at their discretion, by:

1) Extra credit questions on quizzes or tests.

2) Performing special AJROTC projects outside of the classroom.

3) The accumulation of sufficient Merits.

4) Any combination of (1) through (3) above.
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
